Course Summary: 
In addition to the textbook purchased by the student, the instructor will furnish handouts, folder and 
misc. testing materials in class.  This course is graded as Credit/No Credit (C/NC) for one (1) 
academic credit hour.  All students new to the Accelerated program must take this course in their 
first term.   
 
Purpose:  The purpose of this course is to orient adult students to the specifics of the School for 
Adult Learning at the University of Indianapolis.   
 
Catalog Description: The Return to Learning New Student Experience Class is designed to help 
adult students develop skills and relationships that will serve them well as they pursue their degree 
and career goals.  The course consists of a series of personal, academic, and campus success 
sessions designed to help students new to the Accelerated program make a successful transition 
to academia in a non-traditional format.  The course covers topics relating to the history and 
philosophy of the University of Indianapolis and the School for Adult Learning, degrees offered 
through SAL, available academic and personal support, prior learning assessment, testing for 
credit, APA guidelines and University-wide learning goals. 
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Course Outcomes: 
 
At the conclusion of this course, students will effectively be able to: 

1. Articulate the philosophy of the University and the School for Adult Learning  
2. Independently use Banner and Blackboard 
3. Utilize prior learning assessment and testing for credit if desired 
4. Reference the procedures and services addressed during the course 
5. Navigate MyUIndy portal 
6. Access career services at the University 
7. Interpret University learning goals 
8. Utilize APA writing style in academic work 
9. Register for the appropriate Math or English course based on placement test results 
10. Decipher the results of their associated Learning Goals ñtestsò and relate those 

findings to their overall educational experience
